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WebSphere Application Server v6.1 Setup Guide
Part 1.  Create a User and Assign User Rights 
In this section, you will create a new user, named wasadmin, and add him to the Administrators group.  Afterwards, you will add the user rights “Act as part of the operating system” and “Log on as a service” to the wasadmin user.  Later, you will use wasadmin to install and administer WebSphere Application Server.  
1. Open the Control Panel by selecting Start -> Control Panel in Windows XP and Start > Settings > Control Panel in Windows 2000.
2. Double click on Administrative Tools.
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3. Double click on Computer Management.  A Computer Management dialog will open up.
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4. In Computer Management, expand Local Users and Groups, right click Users, and select New User.
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5. In the New User dialog, enter the following:
	User name
	wasadmin

	Full name
	wasadmin

	Password
	wasadmin

	Confirm password
	wasadmin

	User must change password at next logon
	unchecked

	Password never expires
	checked
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6. Click the Create button to create the user.

7. Click the Close button to close the New User dialog.

8. Back in Computer Management, click Users to display the list of users.  wasadmin should be listed.
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9. Close the Computer Management window.
10. Do the next section if you are using Windows XP; go to the section called Local Security for Windows 2000 if you are using Windows 2000.
Local Security for Windows XP

1. You will add the “Act as part of the local operating system” and “Log on as a service” security policies to the wasadmin user.  Double click on Local Security Policy in the Administrative Tools.  A Local Security Settings dialog will open up.
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2. Expand Local Policies and click on User Rights Assignment.  A list of policies will be displayed in the right panel.
3. Right click on Act as part of the operating system and select Properties.
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4. In the Act as part of the operating system Properties dialog, click the Add User or Group button.
5. In the Select Users or Groups dialog, click the Advanced button.
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6. In the new Select Users or Groups dialog, click the Find Now button.
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7. All the users registered in Windows should be listed at the bottom of the dialog, scroll down and select wasadmin from the list.

8. Click OK.

9. Back in the original Select Users or Groups dialog, wasadmin should be listed in the Enter the object names to select (examples) list box, preceded by the computer name and a forward slash (e.g., PORTALPC\wasadmin).
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10. Click OK.

11. Back in the Act as part of the operating system Properties dialog, wasadmin should be listed in the Local Security Setting list box, preceded by the computer name and a forward slash (e.g., PORTALPC\wasadmin).

12. Click OK.

13. Back in Local Security Settings, wasadmin should be listed in the Security Setting column to the right of Act as part of the operating system.
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14. Repeat the above procedure to add the Log on as a service policy to the wasadmin user.
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Adding Local Security for Windows 2000

1. You will add the “Act as part of the local operating system” and “Log on as a service” security policies to the wasadmin user.  Double click on Local Security Policy inside the Administrative Tools.  A Local Security Settings dialog will open up.

2. Expand Local Policies and click on User Rights Assignment.  A list of policies will be displayed in the right panel.

3. Right click on Act as part of the operating system and select Security.
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4. In the Local Security Policy Settings dialog, click the Add button.

5. In the Select Users or Groups dialog, scroll down and select wasadmin from the list.
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6. Click Add. The wasadmin user should be added in the list box, preceded by the computer name and a forward slash (e.g., ALEXTESTS\wasadmin).
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7. Click OK.

8. In the Assigned To list, wasadmin should be checked for Local Policy Setting. Click OK.
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9. Back in Local Security Settings, wasadmin should be listed in the Local Setting column to the right of Act as part of the operating system.
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10. Repeat the above procedure to add the Log on as a service policy to the wasadmin user.
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Part 2.  Install the Application Server

In this section, you will run the installation wizard for WebSphere Application Server.
1. Restart the computer and log in as the wasadmin user you created in the previous part.
2. If possible, disable any anti-virus or script-blocking software that may interfere with the installation.

3. Copy the WebSphere Application Server v6.1 CD and the WebSphere v6.1 Supplement CD directly to C:\Software. The system will alert you that the folder already exists; simply click Yes. 
The directory C:\Software\WAS v61 should be created with two subfolders: WAS and SUPPLEMENT.

4. Navigate to the C:\Software\WAS v61\WAS directory and double click on the launchpad.exe file to run it.
5. From the left of the launchpad, choose the link WebSphere Application Server Installation.
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6. Then click on the link Launch the installation wizard for the WebSphere Application Server on the right side. 

7. On the Welcome page press the Next button.

8. Accept the license agreement and press the Next button.

9. Once the system passes the prerequisite checks press the Next button.
10. Check Install a new copy of IBM WebSphere Application Server – Base as shown below.
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11. Click Next.
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12. Leave the box for installing the sample applications unchecked and press the Next button.
13. Leave the default installation directory as shown below and press the Next button.
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14. Check the box for Enable administrative security. Fill in the user name and password as wasadmin.
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15. Press the Next button.
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16. On the Installation Summary screen press the Next button to begin the installation. The installation will take some time.
Eventually, the installation will complete.
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17. Click on the link for the AboutThisProfile.txt file.
18. 
In the file that is opened, note the Profile name, Node name, and Host name.
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19. Close the test file showing the profile information. 

20. Press the Finish button. This will launch the First steps console after some seconds.
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21. Click the link for Installation verification. This will take some time.
22. You will get the message “The installation verification is complete” at the end of the window. Scroll up and search for the message “Server server1 open for e-business”.
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23. Close the verification window.

24. In the First steps window, click the link for Stop the Server.
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25. You will get the message “Server server1 stop completed”. 
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26. Close the window that showed the output of stopping the server.
27. Click Exit in the First steps window.

28. Close the installation launchpad if it is still open.
Part 3.  Verification steps
1. Open a Windows Explorer window and navigate to C:\Program Files\IBM\WebSphere\AppServer.

2. The following files should be there:
· logs\install\log.txt - logs installation events

· logs\manageprofiles\AppSrv01_create.log - log messages related to the creation of the AppSrv01 profile

· profiles\AppSrv01\logs\ivtClient.log - output of verification test

· profiles\AppSrv01\logs\server1\SystemOut.log - main log file for Application Server

Part 4.  Testing the Application Server

There is a default application that is installed with the Application Server that can be used to test the Application Server. This test is independent of the verification test.
1. Start the Application Server by selecting Start -> Programs -> IBM WebSphere -> Application Server v6.1 -> Profiles -> AppSrv01 -> Start the Server.

2. Wait some seconds, eventually the Start window will close. Once the server is started open a web browser and type the URL http://localhost:9081/snoop into the address bar. You should see the output below.
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3. Close the web browser used to test the Application Server.


4. Stop the Application Server by selecting Start -> Programs -> IBM WebSphere -> Application Server v6.1 -> Profiles -> AppSrv01 -> Stop the Server.
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
