WebSphere Administration v6.1 - Linux Preparation


Note:  These instructions will have you copying several CDs to every machine to be used in the labs.  You can have different machines copying different CDs at the same time but be sure to check that all machines have all the files copied to them at the end.
__1. Boot the Linux PC and login as the ‘root’ user created during Linux installation.
__2. Insert the “WebSphere MQ for Linux” CD into the CD drive.  The CD should be automatically detected and an icon be placed on the desktop.

__3. Double click the icon on the desktop for the WebSphere MQ 6.0 CD.

__4. In the window that appears select the “WebSphere-MQ-6.0” directory and select “Edit -> Copy File” from the menus.
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__5. In the main menus at the top left of the screen select “Applications -> File Browser”.

__6. From the menus of the File Browser select “File -> Create Folder” and change the name of the new folder to ‘Software’.
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__7. Double click the new ‘Software’ directory to show the contents of the directory.

__8. From the File Browser menus select “Edit -> Paste Files” to copy the contents of the CD to the hard drive.
__9. Wait until the files are finished copying.

__10. Move or minimize the window for the File Browser so you can see the icon for the WebSphere MQ CD on the desktop.

__11. Right click the icon for the CD and select “Eject” from the popup menu.  This should close the window showing the contents of the CD and eject the CD.

__12. Insert the “DB2 Express for Linux” CD into the CD drive.  The CD should be automatically detected and an icon be placed on the desktop.

__13. Double click the icon on the desktop for the DB2 9.1 Express CD.

__14. In the window that appears select the “DB2-Express-9.1” directory and select “Edit -> Copy File” from the menus.

__15. Switch to or restore the File Browser window used in the previous steps.  If you closed the window you can select “Applications -> File Browser” in the main menus at the top left of the screen.

__16. Make sure you are viewing the contents of the ‘Software’ directory created in previous steps.
__17. From the File Browser menus select “Edit -> Paste Files” to copy the contents of the CD to the hard drive.

__18. Wait until the files are finished copying.

__19. Move or minimize the window for the File Browser so you can see the icon for the DB2 Express CD on the desktop.

__20. Right click the icon for the CD and select “Eject” from the popup menu.  This should close the window showing the contents of the CD and eject the CD.

__21. Repeat the following set of steps for each of the CDs in the list below:
AST 6.1 for Linux

WebSphere Application Server 6.1 for Linux
WebSphere 6.1 Supplement for Linux
WebSphere ND 6.1 for Linux
JMeter 2.2 for Linux
1. Insert the CD into the CD drive.

2. Double click the icon on the desktop for the CD to show the contents of the CD.

3. Select the only folder that appears in the window displaying the CD contents.

4. Select “Edit -> Copy Files” from the window displaying the CD contents.

5. Switch to the File Browser window showing the contents of the ‘Software’ directory.  You can open a new File Browser and find the ‘/root/Software’ directory if you closed the previous window.

6. Select “Edit -> Paste Files” from the menu of the File Browser.  If you are prompted that a folder already exists select “Replace”.  This is expected.
7. Right click on the icon for the CD on the desktop and select “Eject”.

__22. Once all the CDs have been copied to the ‘/root/Software’ directory check that the directory contents appear as shown below.
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__23. Close any open windows.
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
