WebSphere MQ 6.0 – Linux Installation


__1. Boot the Linux PC and login as the ‘root’ user created during Linux installation.
__2. On the main menus at the top left of the screen select “Applications -> System Tools -> Terminal”.

__3. Enter the following command to switch to the directory where the WebSphere MQ files were copied:

cd /root/Software/WebSphere-MQ-6.0/
__4. Enter the following command to begin the WebSphere MQ installation.  This will take a while: 
./installMQ.sh

[root@terminus WebSphere-MQ-6.01# ./installlQ.sh
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__5. At the end of the installation some verification commands will run.  Make sure you see messages like those shown below indicating successful verification.

Reading messages fron test queue. You should see several messages

Sample AMQSGETO start
